The first iteration of Main Stage began as a
DreamMaker project under the Ink People
Center for the Arts in the fall of 2014. A group
of seven local youth artists performed
segments of British Composer Ethan Lewis
Maltby's Ada Lovelace at the Morris Graves
Museum of Art. In 2015 Main Stage continued
to grow, collaborating with local and guest
adult performers to produce the first full
production, Rodgers and Hammerstein's The
Sound of Music at the Arkley Center for the
Performing Arts (July, 2015). From 2015-2019
Main Stage continued to produce community
musicals at the Arkley Center, in addition to
programming a variety of youth performances
throughout the year.

In 2021 Main Stage incorporated as a non-
profit organization with a renewed vision for
production programming and the youth arts
education model. Main Stage now programs a
regular season of musicals at the Arkley Center
annually. In addition to our Young Performers
productions, Main Stage produces full scale
musicals with professional artists, concert
productions, special events, and collaborative
performance projects with both local and guest
artists from all over the United States.

iTheatrics has the unique honor of working on
both Disney’s Peter Pan JR. and Peter Pan JR.
which is an adaption of the 1954 Broadway
production starring Mary Martin. This Peter
Pan had an interesting development process.
The show was written specifically for Mary
Martin and was originally conceived as a play
with music. Eventually the prolific
choreographer turned director, the great
Jerome Robbins brought in the lyricist team of
Comden and Green (Singin’ in the Rain) and
the composer Jule Styne (Gypsy) to write more
songs for the show and turn it into a full-
fledged musical. Peter Pan debuted at San
Francisco’s Curran Theatre on July 19th, 1954,
ran for four weeks, and then moved to Los
Angeles for an additional eight week run. The
show opened on Broadway at the Winter
Garden Theatre on October 20,1954 for a
limited run of just 152 performances. This was
not enough performances to recoup the show’s
investment, so the producers reached out to
NBC to see if they might be interested in
broadcasting the production live.

Welcome to

PETER PAN JR.

In 1954 color televisions were still new, and the
networks were eager to find programming that
would look spectacular in color - and thereby
sell more color televisions. Peter Pan was a
perfect match. The show was broadcast live,
without an audience, on March 7, 1955 with
the Original Broadway cast. A record breaking
64 million people tuned in to watch. To put that
number in perspective, 38% of the population
of the United States watched the broadcast, all
at the same time. The broadcast was so
popular that NBC restaged it and broadcast it
live in 1956 and restated it again in 1960. The
broadcasts were so ubiquitously watched that
if you ask anyone who was alive at that time if
they remember watching it, the answer is
nearly guaranteed to be, “yes”.
